Decisions under Article l(a)(iii) of the Framework Decision

The authority competent for enforcement is the district administrative authority that has jurisdiction ratione loci (district chief officers' departments or bodies of cities with a status of their own) although in matters falling within the substantive sphere of activity of the state police departments within a local administrative area for which the state police department is at the same time the security authority of first instance, it is the state police department. 

The certificate must be sent, together with the decision, to the district administrative authority or state police department within whose district the natural or legal person against whom the decision has been made is permanently or otherwise resident (or, in the case of a legal person, has its registered office), possesses assets or receives income.
